Weather Policy

THREATENING WEATHER CONDITIONS

Seaway Run may be delayed or canceled if any of the following weather conditions exist: Tornado Warning,
Tornado Watch, Thunderstorm, "Heavy" Rain

START OF THE EVENTS

The start of any of the events may be delayed up to two hours from the posted start time if any of the above
mentioned conditions exist.

AUTHORITY TO CANCEL THE EVENT

Event officials, along with local law enforcement reserve the right to delay, cancel or suspend any events in
accordance with Emergency Protocol on severe emergencies and/or inclement weather. If threatening
weather conditions force cancellation of the event, no refunds will be provided and race services will cease.
BROADCAST OF CANCELLATION

The event staff and announcers will communicate any delay and/or cancellation.

SEVERE WEATHER DURING RACES

If severe weather is deemed to be a significant threat to racer safety while one or more races are in progress,
race cancellation is a possibility. Race staff will close courses and racers will be instructed to seek immediate
shelter.
